My parents met in 1952 during a dance in a town near the Polish-German border. They 

soon got married and were the proud parents of my brother Klaus, born 1954, in 1956 

I, Sylwia, was born. In 1957, after a long exchange of correspondence with his mother 

Helena, who lived in California, my father got the opportunity to go to his mother, whom 
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he had not seen for 20 years and had never been to America. He used his temporary 

visa and left my mother, Klaus and me in Poland. After learning about life in America, 

he decided it was the best place for his family. It took 2 years to bring my family to the 

US. Mom, Klaus and I reached America by ship. We sailed into Canada, then took the 

train to Chicago, and then to California. My family was reunited in April 1959. We 

began our new life in Burbank, CA. My father got a job at a sheet metal company and 

my mother worked at home, raising us and learning English by watching "I Love Lucy." 

Soon she started working as a waitress in an Italian restaurant. In 1962, my parents 

purchased a house in Granada Hills, and we lived there until 1975, when they purchased 

their beloved ranch in Scott's Valley. They have been members of the Lakeport 

community for the past 35 years. Their friends described my mother as kind, loving, 

generous, hard-working, thoughtful, and subtly bright. My father was described as 

straightforward, respectful, strong, sometimes a little intimidating, but ultimately a 

great friend who made everyone laugh with his corny jokes. After 58 years of marriage, 

my mother died after a long battle with leukemia, 4 days after my father died from an 

accidental head injury. They rest with my brother in Hartley Cemetery, and are survived 

by me, their two grandchildren John and Julie, and their great-grandson Shaun1.

Polish-language military archival sources, which are a treasure trove of knowledge about Polish 
economic emigration at the beginning of the 20th century. In comparison with other sources on 
emigration, they are a perfect complement to the knowledge about the fate of emigrants. The 
military collections of documents related to the volunteers for the Polish Army in France are 
particularly important, since, to a large extent, they have been well preserved, and are an 
unexplored source in terms of emigration. They allow detailed identification of people, their 
origin, profession or additional activities. 
  The American members of Haller Army are not an individual group that differs in any 
way from other emigrants. What they have in common is the fact that they were enlisted in the 
Army, which was an opportunity for them both to help rebuild their homeland and to help their 
own families, who were often in a very difficult economic situation at the time. The Haller 
Army members and their families, like thousands of others, are a community that has influenced 
the perception of the role of the Polish diaspora in the United States, as well as the culture and 
development of Polish national thought in the United States today. 

While there have been many works on emigration or the Polish Army in France, very 
few studies have been written on the biographies of volunteers �± rank-and-file soldiers from 
small towns and villages2. This includes work on their fate before enlistment in the Army, as 
well as during and after their service. 
  At present, it is very difficult to reconstruct in detail the pre-war time, wartime and later 
fates of many thousands of Haller Army soldiers, both emigrants who returned to the United 
States in the early 1920s, as well as others who remained in their home country after the war. 
This is because this topic has been largely omitted, and the research focused mainly on political 
and military events related to the creation and functioning of the Polish Army in France. There 
have also been few attempts to scientifically gather knowledge about the Haller Army members 
as group3 (especially in national research).

Such sources can be found both in Polish and in foreign �± American archives. The basic 

research material in Poland for identifying volunteers is the set of General Haller�¶�V Army in the 
collections of the Military Historical Office �± Central Military Archives in Warsaw4. It contains 
documents directly related to Blue Army soldiers who arrived from the United States as part of 
military contingents, along with their identification data. The collection is very extensive and 
consists of 163 archival units. It also contains data on the formation of individual units, 
divisions or regiments, which can significantly complement the context of research on 
volunteers from abroad �± economic migrants. 

Particularly noteworthy in this group in terms of biographical research are the 
matriculation books of volunteers, of which there are several dozen. Recruited volunteers who 
had arrived in France were enrolled in them. The books allow you to identify a person by name, 
surname, date and place of birth, as well as for some cases from the names of parents. The 
books consist of registration forms, each of which is assigned to a specific person. The form 
contains basic identification data, as well as a brief description of the volunteer. Most of the

cards are stamped with a French-language stamp indicating the place of enlistment of the 
volunteer in the United States and the date of reporting to the camp in France upon arrival, in 
the translated text: Volunteered for the duration of the war, (date) in the Polish Army before the 
military sub-intendant in (locality). The information about the arrival was added manually in 
the formula Arrived to the corps on (date). The entire matriculation form was supplemented 
with the volunteer's matriculation number, which was used by soldiers until the Polish Army in 
France was merged with the Polish Army. Ordinal numbers were still useful later for 
determining the rights to decorations, or for identification purposes in later veterans' 
associations of this Army. 

An interesting addition to the data contained in the books are the lists of American 
contingents in which the volunteers arrived in France, along with information about the location 
of the military camps to which they were sent. The data contained in these lists are analogous 
to those contained in the books. The main difference is the form of these documents, where the 
form of recording is a list of names of volunteers of a given contingent arranged according to 
matriculation numbers. Taken together, this information makes it possible to identify and verify 
almost entirely the full list of volunteers from the United States involved and makes it easier to 
reconstruct the military fate of the soldiers of General Haller's Army during the American 
enlistment in the years 1917-1918. Both sources provide an opportunity to mutually verify the 
correctness of the data recorded in them, which from the point of view of research is very 
important. 

The remaining part of the documents of the indicated team concerns organizational 
matters related to the soldiers of Haller's Army. They concern the supply, equipment, and 
financing of the Army. They also include lists of volunteers from European countries such as 
France, Germany, England and Italy. Most of the documents from this group were drawn up in 
France and Poland, and the rest in the other above-mentioned countries. Each time in the case 
of enlistment from a given country, the recruitment process was slightly different, so it is not 
possible to fully recognize the exact information about these people. It should be emphasized 
that most of the volunteers from Europe were prisoners of war captured during the battles on 
the fronts of World War I, so there are no documents related to emigration. Only to a certain 
extent can these sources tell us more about their emigration to Western Europe, and only if they 
identify a person who has already lived in the country before. It should be emphasized that by 
far the best documented group among the volunteers are those from the United States, which 
allows us to learn about their fates both as soldiers and as emigrants in quite detail. The military 
sources included in this group give the opportunity to undertake research in various cognitive 
perspectives, from the point of view of general history, military history, biography, or 
prosopography and genealogy. 

An interesting light on the earliest fate of emigrants �± volunteers for the Polish Army in 
France is shed primarily by American sources, namely registration cards of volunteers in the 
United States, which contain information about the place of residence, profession, place of 
employment, marital status, or names of the closest family, or about the general social situation 
and attitudes. Their most valuable collection are sets of registration cards, the originals of which 
are in the collection of the Polish Museum in Chicago, which are currently available online55, 
and are supplemented by the collections stored and also digitized in the archives of the Polish

constitute a very detailed personal file of volunteers for the Army, which cannot be found in 
military archives. They are all the more valuable because they contain data of about 38,000 
Polish emigrants who volunteered to participate in the war for Polish independence, of whom 
20,720 trained and equipped volunteers were sent to France. If we combine these sources with, 
for example, military registration cards made by the American authorities and data from the 
local press, we can learn more about the fate of emigrating volunteers as economic emigrants.  

Registration cards of volunteers for the Polish Army in France, which are the basis for 
their identification, are divided into three types: 
 

�x Form A �± a volunteer application form, which is a declaration of joining the army, filled 
out at the time of reporting to the station or recruitment center. It contained basic 
information about the volunteer, place of residence, marital status, general data about 
the appearance and a commitment about readiness to go to the training camp; 

 
�x Form B �± a volunteer's medical record, which was an assessment of the volunteer's 

health, which included information about the volunteer's weight, height, vision and 
hearing, and possibly other information about the volunteer's health. On its basis, the 
volunteer was qualified (or not) for auxiliary or direct front-line service in the event of 
passing the subsequent stages of qualification; 
 

�x Form C �± a volunteer's recruitment card (form), in which he declared his departure to a 
training camp and service in the Polish Army in France. The card contained details of 
the volunteer, such as: date and place of birth, marital status, address in the United 
States, address of the nearest person in Poland, occupation, membership in an 
organization in America, and a detailed description of appearance. From a historian's 
point of view, the most useful card in biographical research. 

 
These cards are a great document for learning not only about the recruitment process, 

but also allow for a broader understanding of the living environment of individual volunteers, 
which can become a starting point for examining their awareness, social and economic 
background, also in the perspective of prosopography research. Compiled together with 
materials from Polish archives (e.g. the indicated set of records), they constitute basic 
documents for a broader understanding of their fate as a whole of this group, i.e. emigrants and 
soldiers. It should be noted that some of the volunteers were members of various associations 
and unions operating in the United States, in particular the Falcon organizations. This is a very 
interesting topic related to emigration, which has not been considered from a biographical 
perspective, especially in the context of emigration. 

The biographies presented below relate not only directly to volunteers for the Polish 
Army in France, but also to members of their families and friends. Most of the figures

This choice was not accidental, as this area was and still is an area inhabited by a traditional 
population largely of petty nobleman origin (in particular the area of Mazovia and �=�D�P�E�U�y�Z 
counties). The Polish Army in France, later called General Haller's Army, was strongly 
associated with the national community, led by Roman Dmowski, who was associated with the 
�à�R�P�*�D��region. The national idea certainly found support among the inhabitants of this area, and 
certainly among economic migrants from this area, most often working and living in the United 
States. Of course, it cannot be said that the emigrants were 100 % guided by the good of their 
homeland, most often the motivations were more related to their families who remained in the 
country or their personal plans. Enlistment in the Polish Army was always seen as an 
opportunity to improve one's own situation while supporting the aspirations for independence.

He worked as a miner for the Glen Alden Coal Company in Scranton. On January 31st, 
1919, he volunteered for the Polish Army in France at the recruiting center in Wilkes-Bare, 
Pennsylvania. He signed Application Form C on February 13th, 1919. Then sent to a training 
camp, from where he was sent to France. After demobilization in Poland, he returned to the 
United States. He was cleared in Gdansk on May 28th, 192010. He died on August 8th, 1924, at 
Moses Taylor Hospital in Scranton, of lobar pneumonia, most likely caused by difficult  working 
conditions11.

M y mother Vi (Violet for Valentina) and her sister Josephine always 
said that their mother Stella or Stanislawa Lipska Kuhn was born 

in Womza, Poland on May 8, 1897 and that she was only 14 years old 
when she got married in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on June 4, 1911.2 

	 When Stella was still just 14 years old, her �rst child Alexander was 
born on May 5, 1912. Her second child, my mother Valentina, was born 
February 14, 1915 when Stella was 17. Her last child Josephine followed 
on January 13, 1918. 

	 �is photogr aph of Stella 
and her husband Adam Kuhn/
Kun was taken on the day of 
her wedding in Philadelphia, 
Pennsylvania.3 

	 When Stella died November 
2, 1963, at age 66, she had 
been living in her Bridesburg, 
Philadelphia residence for about 
40 years. She was buried in the 
Lipska plot at Holy Redeemer 
Cemetery, Bridesburg, joining

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her infant grandson and her mother, Jozefa Lipska. Later, in 2009, Stella’s 
daughter Josephine Kuhn Dorman was also buried in the plot and her 
name added to the headstone. 

	 When we start searching for a� person’s vitals, headstones are 
sometimes the �rst record of a�birthdate that we �nd. Stella’s headstone 
has 1897 for Stella’s birth year, apparently corroborating the date we 
had.4 But, does it? What was the source of this year? We must determine 
this source. 

	 In the late 1970’s, I� began work on a� family tree. Almost all my 
sources were oral or written communications from as many family 
members as I�could contact. Sadly, this e�ort was set aside about 1990 
and was not resumed until my mother’s death in 2013 when I�realized 
how much would be lost to her descendants if I�failed to “complete” what 
I�had started about 35 years earlier. 

	 Wow, what a�di�erence the internet made! So many di�erent records 
are online and readily accessible with more being added almost every day. 

Where to start? �at was easy. What do census records say about Stella? 
I�did �nd three, the 1920, 1930 and 1940 censuses had records for Stella 
and her family. In the table, the ages and the implied birth

	 Her implied birth years are not all the same. Did she round up in 
1930 and 1940? Regardless, none of these are consistent with 1897! 

	 Fortunately, Stella’s birthplace was consistently given as Poland. 
Since the year of immigration was given as 1907 and 1908, there should 
be a�1910 census record which I�have not yet been able to locate. 

	 Death Certi�cates are another source of birth dates. �e S tate 
of Pennsylvania makes an entire year’s records available to the public 
shortly after Jan 1 of the 51st year after a� person’s death. �e death 
certi�cate indices are available on the state website and they can be easily 
downloaded.8 

	 �e �le number is the death certi�cate number. �e belo w copy 
of Stella’s death certi�cate was ordered early 2014 from the State of 
Pennsylvania Archives. 

	 �is document does have the birthdate as May 8, 1897. Is this 
con�rming? Since it is also signed by the Funeral Director, this is surely 
the source of the year on the headstone.

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	 But note, the informant was my aunt Josephine Dorman! �is means 
that the dates on the death certi�cate AND the headstone originate with 
the family information and are NOT from an independent source. 

	 Ironically, about 6 months after receipt of the above, Ancestry.com 
and the State of Pennsylvania reached an agreement which resulted in 
Ancestry.com being the “repository” for Pennsylvania’s birth and death 
certi�cates. �e y are still not available until the 51st year following the 
year of death, but they are free to Pennsylvania residents and Ancestry 
subscribers. Unfortunately, Ancestry is a�couple of years behind in their 
indexing and updates, so the state indices must be used for the most 
recently available years. 

	 �e Death Certi�c ate also has Stella’s Social Security #, 203-
18-5212. A� copy of Stella’s “Application for Social Security Account 
Number” was ordered from the Social Security Administration.9 

9 	 Stella Kuhn, SS no. 203-18-5212, 5 Nov 1942, Application for Social Security Account Number, 
Social Security Administration, Baltimore, Maryland. 
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	 Stella applied for her Social Security Account Number on November 
5, 1942. She gave her birthdate as May 8, 1896 which is one year earlier 
than the date known to the family. 

	 Unfortunately, little else was learned from her SS-5 application. 
Although the form asks for the City of birth, Stella entered only the 
country, Poland. Furthermore, she entered only “Josephine (Unknown)” 
for the requested “Mother’s Full Name before ever married…” 

	 Since Stella’s census records did have her date of immigration as 
1907 or 1908, let’s search passenger manifests for those two years. 

	 An entry for a� Stanislawa Lipska joining a� Stanislaw Lipski was 
found on a�passenger manifest for an arrival in Baltimore on May 26, 
1907.10

	 �e actual r ecord has her last residence as Lumowa Russia, and that 
she will join her “father Stanislaw Lipski, 444 Atlantic Ave, Camden, 
NJ”. Note that, if correct, her height of 4’ 0” is very short for a�16-yr old 
girl13. 

11 	 Violet Kuhn Kasper stated that the name of her maternal grandfather was Stanislaw Lipski. 
12 	 Until 1915, much of Eastern Poland, including Warsaw, was a�district of Russia which was some-

times called Russian Poland. 
13 	 A�table of Height vs Age for Females published in 1912 gives 5’3” for a�16-yr old. Height distri-

butions published by WHO give a�3-Sigma value of 8” less than average for a�16-yr old, or about 
4’7”.
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	 �e Ancestry Index has the month and year of arrival, but not the 
date. �e P assenger Manifest records the date of departure from Bremen 
as May 11, 1907 and arrival at Baltimore as May 26, 1907. 

 	 Stella’s age is recorded as 16. What was the source of this age? 

	 Further research showed that her passage was prepaid using the 
Rosenbaum Bank, one of several immigrant banks located in Philadelphia 
and other east coast cities. Accounts could be opened and deposits made 
until the passage from Europe was fully paid. Funds would then be 
transferred to a�European branch where the ticket could be picked up 
by the passenger. 

	 Below is the Rosenbaum Passage Book entry for Stanislawa Kuhn.14 

	 �is entry is co nsistent with the passenger manifest and has the 
same Camden, NJ address. Her father does give 16 as her age in March 
of 1907. With a�birthday of May 8, this would make her birth year 1890. 

	 Would her father or she have any reason to be untruthful concerning 
her age? 

	 �e Immigratio n Act of February 1907 declared that unaccompanied 
children under 16 were not permitted to enter in the same manner as an 
adult or children accompanied by an adult.15 �is act created a�system

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that would keep such children in detention to await a� special inquiry 
where immigration inspectors would determine their fate.16 

	 �us, S tanislaw did have a�very good reason in March of 1907 to 
give Stella’s age as 16 and not her actual age! 

	 What do her marriage records say? �e Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, 
Marriage Index, 1885-1951, has an entry, but this index does not include ages.17

	 A�copy of the marriage license gives Stella’s birthdate as May 8, 1889. 
�is would hav e made her 22 when the license was issued May 9, 1911.18 

 	 Ahha! Careful reading shows that this license was taken out by 
Adam Kuhn who “personally appeared” and “doth depose and say” all 
facts in the application. �is is an easy one. She had to be at least 21 to 
get married without signed parental permission. Again, her speci�ed age 
cannot be trusted.19 

	 �e 1940 census also stated that Stella was Naturalized before April, 
1940. 

	 �e U .S. Naturalization Record Indexes, 1791-1992 (Indexed in 
World Archives Project) have a�1944 record for a�Stella Kuhn.20

	 �is is after 1940, but could this be her? Let’s look at the actual 
Index Card 

	 Her address is recorded as 4633 Salmon St. �is is wher e I�visited 
her in 1956 and is the address recorded in the 1940 census. �e 1940 
census entry is incorrect insofar as she was not yet naturalized. 

	 However, the age of 47 years on March 8, 1944 implies that her 
birthdate was May 8, 1896. Was this a� mistake preparing the index 
card? We need to look at her actual Naturalization documents using 
the Petition Number 177033 given on the index card spouses to provide 
their parents’ names, including the mother’s maiden surname, residences, 
colors, occupations and birthplaces. 

	 �e Natur alization �le with Petition # 177033 was ordered from 
the U.S. National Archives & Records Administration using their online 
ordering page.21 

21 	 Stella’s naturalization �le was ordered from https://eservices.archives.gov/orderonline/ and received 
from a�Student Trainee, National Archives at Philadelphia on Oct 22, 2014.
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	 �e NARA .GOV sta� was most helpful and within a�week had sent 
me the documents via email. �ese inc luded: 

 	 Certi�c ate of Arrival con�rming May 26, 1907 arrival in Baltimore 
on the SS Weimar; Declaration of Intention with a� photograph and 
stating birthdate of May 8, 1896 in Ostrow, Poland; Petition For 
Naturalization with birthplace Ostrow, Warsaw, Poland and stating she 
is divorced; A
davit of Witnesses and Oath of Allegiance dated March 
8, 1944. 

	 Stella is clearly stating that her birthdate was May 8, 1896. �is is 
one year earlier than on her death certi�cate and headstone. She also gave 
birthdates for her three children which match the family information. 
From studying the Naturalization documents, we observed that her 
Declaration of Intention was dated September 8, 1941, almost 1½ years 
after the 1940 census. 

	 Regardless, we now have a�place to search for a�birth record. Ostrow, 
Warsaw, Poland is most likely Ostrow Mazowiecka in the Province of 
Mazowieckie. 

	 I�had always believed that records for this area of Poland had been 
pretty much destroyed by the two “World Wars” and that I�would have 
to turn elsewhere for clues. Yeah for DNA! Starting in early 2016, I�have 
“convinced” over 50 family members to take the Ancestry DNA test. 
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	 Did those tests pay o�!! One outcome was that I�made contact with 
a�distant relative who reads and speaks Polish and has done signi�cant 
work on his family tree. I�mentioned to him my fear that my grandmother’s 
Polish records had been lost. 

	 He informed me that not only do a� lot of the Polish records exist 
with many available online, but that there are several indexing projects 
actively working on di�erent Polish sources.22 �ese sources include the 
many Roman Catholic Parish records that remain. Even better, he found 
what he believed to be my grandmother’s baptism/birth registry record, 
which he sent me along with the link to the source site! 

	 A� search of the online Polish records for Stanislawa Lipska in 
Mazowieckie returned an index listing her birth record.23 When the

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cursor is placed over the “i” icon in the Remarks column of the index 
results page, the date of birth pops up. 

 	 �e popup states “Date of birth 08.05.1894” (European dd.mm.yyyy 
format), making her 17 years old when she was married and gave birth 
to my Uncle Al. 

	 Sadly, widening the search to include the years from 1880 to 1900 
and searching both births and deaths turned up records for 5 siblings of 
my grandmother, all of whom died before they were 5 years of age. 

	 Clicking on “SKAN” allows one to view and download an image of 
the original record. �e a ctual birth record is handwritten in Russian.24 
A�translation request was posted on the Facebook Genealogy Translations 
Group.25 About four days later, a�volunteer generously translated Stella’s 
birth registry entry into English. 

	 Here are the original Russian record26 and its English translation.27 

	 It happened in the town Ostrów [Mazowiecka] on April 28th/May 
10th, 1894 at 5 o’clock in the afternoon. Appeared Stanis�aw Lipski, 
farmer, 30 years old, residing in the village Prosienica, 26 years old, and 
–in the presence of the witnesses Jan Lipski, grandfather of the child, 64 
years old, and Franciszek Rubert, 30 years old, both farmers, residing in 
the village Prosienica – he presented to Us a�child of female sex stating 
that it was born in the village Prosienica the day before yesterday at 
8 o’clock in the morning to his lawful wife Józefa née Jemieleta, 31 
years old. At the holy baptism administered this day by the priest Jan 
Ryglewicz, the local vicar, the child was given the name Stanis�awa, and 
her godparents were Jakub Rakowiecki and his wife Katarzyna. �is 
document was read aloud to the declarant and the witnesses, all of them 
illiterate, and signed only by Us. [signature: registrar]

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	 �e “double dates” are the Julian and Gregorian dates. Russia was 
still using the Julian calendar in 1894 and the given date of April 28 
Julian was 12 days di�erent from May 10 Gregorian. Since the child 
was born “the day before yesterday”, Stella’s birthdate was May 8, 1894 
Gregorian as used in the United States. 

	 �is birth r ecord also has facts previously unknown to us. We now 
know the name of the village Prosienica where Stella was born. Also, 
one of the witnesses was “Jan Lipski, grandfather of the child”, a�name 
of which the family was completely unaware. 

	 Below is a�table summarizing the birthdates from various sources, 
as well as the age at marriage she would have been if that date were 
correct. �e y oungest age was for the birth year from family lore which 
was used on her Death Certi�cate and Headstone. �e oldest age was 
for the birthdate provided on her Marriage License. Even the year she 
gave on her Naturalization petition was two years later than that on her 
baptismal registry record. �er e was only one US record with her correct 
age/birthdate, the 1920 census record.

	 Finally, we know! Stella was born May 8, 1894 in Prosienica, Ostrów 
Mazowiecka Parish, Mazowieckie Province, Poland. She had just turned 
13 when she departed Bremen on May 11, 1907, not 16. She was 17 
when she married Adam on June 4, 1911 and when her son Alexander 
was born, not 22. And, when she died in 1963, she was 69, not 66. 
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
